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FATO RELEVANTE

A BiomM S.A. (“Companhia” ou “Biomm”), em atendimento as disposi¢cdes da Resolucdo CVM n° 44 de
23 de agosto de 2021, vem comunicar aos seus acionistas e ao mercado em geral, que em 09 de abiril
de 2025, celebrou junto a empresa Qilu Pharmaceutical Co., Ltd, um acordo exclusivo para a
comercializagdo e distribuicdo do medicamento denosumabe no Brasil.

O denosumabe esta disponivel em duas dosagens. A formulagdo de 60 mg é prescrita para o
tratamento da osteoporose em mulheres na pés-menopausa e homens com risco aumentado de
fraturas. O denosumab de 120 mg € indicado para a prevencao de complicacdes 6sseas em adultos
com mieloma mudltiplo, metastase 6ssea de tumores sélidos e tumores de células gigantes. O
medicamento foi desenvolvido pela Qilu Pharmaceutical Co., Ltd, uma empresa chinesa, com 12
subsidiarias e 11 fabricas, que € uma das 5 maiores empresas farmacéuticas da China.

O denosumabe biossimilar foi langado na China em 2023 e no Brasil, representou faturamento de
aproximadamente R$360 milhdes em 2024, segundo dados do IQVIA.

A importacdo, comercializacdo e distribuicdo do medicamento no Brasil estardo sujeitas, ainda, a
expiracdo da patente, obtencéo do registro perante a ANVISA e a publicacao do preco pela Camara de
Regulacédo do Mercado de Medicamentos — CMED.

Com este medicamento focado na inflagdo e oncologia, a Biomm segue na ampliagdo do seu portfélio
e refor¢a seu compromisso em melhorar o acesso a tratamentos biotecnoldgicos de alta qualidade para
doencas graves para a populacdo brasileira e contribuir ainda mais para a eficiéncia, sustentabilidade
e qualidade do sistema de saulde do Brasil

A Biomm mantera seus acionistas e o0 mercado em geral informados acerca do tema objeto deste fato

Biomm S.A. (“Company” or “Biomm”), in compliance with the provisions of Resolution of the
Brazilian Securities Commission No. 44, of august 23, 2021, hereby announces to its
shareholders and the market in general that, on April 09, 2025, it signed an exclusive agreement,
for the Brazilian territory, with Qilu Pharmaceutical Co., Ltd for the marketing and distribution of
the drug denosumab in Brazil.

Denosumab is available in two dosages. The 60mg formulation is prescribed for the treatment of
osteoporosis in postmenopausal women and men at increased risk of fractures. The 120mg
Denosumab is indicated for the prevention of bone complications in adults with multiple myeloma,
bone metastasis from solid tumors, and giant cell tumors. The drug was developed by Qilu
Pharmaceutical Co., Ltd, a Chinese company with 12 subsidiaries and 11 factories, which is one
of the 5 largest pharmaceutical companies in China.

Biosimilar denosumab was launched in China in 2023 and in Brazil, it generated revenues of
approximately R$360 million in 2024, according to data from IQVIA.

The commercialization and distribution of the drug in Brazil are subject to patent expiration, the
registration before the Brazilian Health Regulatory Agency (ANVISA) and price approval by the
Pharmaceutical Market Regulation Chamber (CMED).

With another drug aimed at oncology market, Biomm continues to expand its portfolio and
reinforces its commitment to improving access to high-quality biotechnological treatments for
serious diseases for the Brazilian population and further contributing to the efficiency,
sustainability and quality of the Brazilian healthcare system

The Company will keep its shareholders and the market informed of the development of the
subject matter of this Material Fact.
