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FATO RELEVANTE

A DIAGNOSTICOS DA AMERICA S.A. (B3: DASA3) (“Companhia” ou “Dasa”), em
atendimento ao disposto no art. 157, paragrafo 4° da Lei n® 6.404/76, em continuidade aos fatos
relevantes de 14 de junho de 2024 e 04 de fevereiro de 2025 e aos Comunicados ao Mercado de
26 de dezembro de 2024 e 14 de janeiro de 2025, comunica que nesta data ocorreu o fechamento
do Acordo de Associacdo entre a Companhia e a Amil Assisténcia Médica Internacional S.A.
(“Amil”), tornando a Impar Servicos Hospitalares S.A. (“Impar”), empresa de hospitais e
oncologia da Dasa, uma joint venture (empreendimento controlado em conjunto) com
participacdes iguais de 50% do capital votante entre Amil e Dasa e controle compartilhado
("Associacao”).

Fechamento

No &mbito do fechamento da Associacdo (i) a Amil contribuiu & Impar, por meio de um aumento
de capital, as acOes por ela detidas na Esho — Empresa de Servigos Hospitalares S.A. ("Esho”) e
Hospital Alvorada Taguatinga Ltda. ("HAT"), companhias que detém direta ou indiretamente os
hospitais e clinicas oncoldgicas da Rede Américas - exceto o Hospital Promater e o Hospital Monte
Klinikum, localizados na regido Nordeste - e o Hospital Maternidade Santa Lucia; e (ii) a Impar,
além dos hospitais e clinicas oncoldgicas contribuidos pela Amil, permaneceu com a totalidade de
suas operacoes, exceto (a) o Hospital S3o Domingos, o Hospital da Bahia e a AMO, localizados
na regiao Nordeste, e (b) certos imdveis préprios, principalmente nos quais operam o Hospital
do Parand e o Hospital Cristévo da Gama Diadema, que foram cindidos da Impar e passaram a
ser detidos direta ou indiretamente pela Dasa.

Com essa unido de forcas, a Impar adotara a marca Rede Américas para todas as suas operacoes
e torna-se uma rede de hospitais ndo verticalizada mais robusta e atraente para seus pacientes
e parceiros comerciais, com capacidade para oferecer mais opgdes de instalagdes, profissionais
de salde e tratamentos, com um total de 25 hospitais e 4,5 mil leitos, majoritariamente
localizados no eixo Sao Paulo, Rio de Janeiro e Distrito Federal. A receita liquida combinada
estimada das operacGes incluidas na Associacdo totalizou R$10,6 bilhdes em 2024. A partir de
hoje, sera possivel iniciar a integragdo da Rede Américas, mirando maior eficiéncia e ganhos de
escala da operagao conjunta, com beneficios para todos os seus publicos de interesse e para o
setor de salde brasileiro.

Endividamento
Com o fechamento da Associagao, a Impar passa a ter um endividamento liquido total estimado
de, aproximadamente, R$3,2 bilhdes, composto por divida bruta total (incluindo aquisicGes a



pagar e impostos parcelados) de R$3,7 bilhdes e caixa de R$0,5 bilhdo, sujeitos a verificacao nas
demonstragoes financeiras de fechamento e ao ajuste usual de endividamento liquido.

A divida liquida total (incluindo aquisicOes a pagar e impostos parcelados) de Dasa foi reduzida
em estimados R$3,5 bilhdes, em consequéncia de recursos recebidos da Impar e desconsolidacdo
das aquisicdes a pagar, impostos parcelados e caixa que permaneceram na impar. Com os
recursos recebidos da Impar a Dasa reduz sua divida bruta em R$ 2,3 bilhdes por meio do resgate
antecipado da 182 e 202 emissbes de debéntures.

Governanca e gestao
Nesta data entrou em vigor o Acordo de Acionistas da Impar entre Dasa e Amil, que tem por

objetivo manter um grupo de controle coeso e com interesses de longo prazo. A governanga foi
desenhada para manter equilibrio de direitos, com 3 representantes de cada sécio e 3 membros
independentes no Conselho de Administracdao, com decisdes majoritariamente por maioria
simples no Conselho. A partir desta data, a Impar tera Dulce Pugliese de Godoy Bueno como
Presidente do Conselho de Administracao. Para compor o grupo de membros independentes,
foram nomeados a conselheira Flavia Buarque Almeida e os conselheiros Antonio Quintella e
Pedro Wongtschowski, todos com comprovada experiéncia e historico de sucesso como
executivos e como conselheiros de grandes empresas.

Licio Tavares Angelo Cintra assume nesta data a posicdo de Diretor Presidente da impar e
acumulara o cargo de Diretor Presidente estatutario de Dasa por um periodo de transicdo até 01
de julho, quando Rafael Lucchesi se tornara o Diretor Presidente estatutario da Companhia. Rafael
Lucchesi é executivo da Dasa ha 12 anos e lidera a unidade de negdcios de medicina diagndstica
desde 2022, tendo anteriormente sido responsavel por areas que lhe conferiram profunda visao
operacional, como a operacao da regional S3o Paulo, recursos humanos, novos negdcios e
posteriormente toda a operacao das unidades de atendimento.

Em adicdo, como parte da reorganizagao de gestao decorrente do fechamento as seguintes
alteracOes na diretoria estatutaria da Companhia se tornaram efetivas nessa data:

(a) Renlncia dos diretores estatutdrios Carlos Eduardo Prebelli, Maria José Martinez
Fernandez Campos e Rogério Reis de Castro, que passardo a se dedicar exclusivamente
a Impar.

(b) Redesignagao do cargo de André Covre, deixando de exercer a posicao de Diretor
Financeiro e RI para se tornar Diretor de Estratégia Corporativa, com reporte ao Conselho
de Administracao

(c) Eleicdo de Roberto Caldeira Cury para Diretor de Unidades de Atendimento e NAC e de
Anaterra Barros de Oliveira para Diretora de Tecnologia, executivos que ja atuavam na
Companhia, e de Rafael Bossolani para Diretor Financeiro e de RI, que inicia seu mandato
na Dasa nessa data.

A Companhia ira atualizar seu Formulario de Referéncia para refletir as alteracoes em sua diretoria
estatutaria, bem como para fornecer o respectivo historico profissional dos novos membros.



Acordos assinados

Nessa data foram assinados certos acordos previstos no Acordo de Associagao:

(a) Contratos temporarios de compartilhamento de despesas entre (i) impar e Dasa e (ii)
fmpar e Amil, visando dar suporte a certas atividades que ainda ndo foram segregadas
de Dasa e Amil, respectivamente, por um periodo de transicdo.

(b) Contrato de compartilhamento de despesas entre Dasa e Impar, cobrindo certas
despesas administrativas da Impar com relagdo as operagdes do Hospital S30 Domingos,
Hospital da Bahia e AMO detidas pela Dasa.

(c) Contratos de locacdo de imdveis onde operam certos hospitais ou clinicas da Impar,
incluindo os contribuidos pela Amil no fechamento, tendo como locadores a Amil, a Dasa
e acionistas do grupo de controle da Dasa.

A Companhia ira divulgar, na forma da regulamentagao da CVM, informac0es adicionais a respeito
dos contratos celebrados entre a Dasa e suas partes relacionadas que se enquadrem nos

parametros previstos na Resolucao CVM n° 80.

Efeitos contabeis

Em decorréncia do controle conjunto entre Dasa e Amil na Impar e aplicabilidade dos
Pronunciamentos Técnicos nimeros 18 e 19 emitidos pelo Comité de Pronunciamentos Contabeis,
a Dasa deixard de consolidar contabilmente a Impar, passando a reconhecer o respectivo
investimento e resultados, conforme valores a serem apurados, pelo método de equivaléncia
patrimonial.

A Companhia mantera o mercado e seus acionistas informados de quaisquer eventos relevantes
relacionados ao tema.

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MATERIAL FACT

DIAGNOSTICOS DA AMERICA S.A. (B3: DASA3) ("Company” or “Dasa”), in compliance with
article 157, paragraph 4 of Federal Law 6,404/76 and Resolution 44/21 of the Brazilian Securities
and Exchange Commission, in continuity with the Material Facts released on June 14, 2024, and
February 4, 2025, and the Notices to the Market released on December 26, 2024, and January
14, 2025, hereby informs that, on the current date, the Company concluded the Merger
Agreement with Assisténcia Médica Internacional S.A. (“Amil”), in which Impar Servicos
Hospitalares S.A. (“"Impar”) will become Dasa’s hospital and oncology company, a joint venture
in which Amil and Dasa will equally hold a 50% interest in its voting capital and have shared
control ("Merger”).

Closing
Within the scope of the conclusion of the Merger, (i) Amil contributed to Impar, through a capital

increase, its shares in Esho — Empresa de Servigos Hospitalares S.A. (“"Esho”) and Hospital
Alvorada Taguatinga Ltda. ("HAT"), companies that directly or indirectly own the hospitals and
oncological clinics of Rede Américas - except for Hospital Promater and Hospital Monte Klinikum,
located in the Northeast region - and Hospital Maternidade Santa Lucia; and (i) impar, in addition
to the hospitals and oncological clinics contributed by Amil, remained with all its operations,
except for (a) Hospital S3o Domingos, Hospital da Bahia and AMO, located in the Northeast
region, and (b) certain of its own properties, mainly the ones used for the Hospital do Parana and
Hospital Cristovo da Gama Diadema operations, which were spun off from Impar and became
directly or indirectly held by Dasa.

By joining forces, Impar will adopt the Rede Américas brand for all its operations and will become
a more robust and attractive non-verticalized hospital network for its patients and business
partners, with capacity to offer more facilities, health care professionals and treatments, including
a total of 25 hospitals and 4.5 thousand beds, mostly located in the Sdo Paulo, Rio de Janeiro
and Federal District regions. The estimated combined operating net revenue under the Merger
totaled R$10.6 billion in 2024. As of today, we will be able to initiate the integration process for
Rede Américas, aiming for greater efficiency and scalable gains for the joint operation, with
benefits for all its stakeholders and the Brazilian health care sector.

Indebtedness

With the conclusion of the Merger, impar now has an estimated total net debt of approximately
R$3.2 billion, consisting of a total gross debt (including acquisitions payable and taxes to be paid
in installments) of R$3.7 billion and a cash balance of R$0.5 billion, subject to confirmation in the
closing financial statements and the common adjustments to net debt.



Dasa's total net debt (including acquisitions payable and taxes to be paid in installments) was
reduced by an estimated R$3.5 billion, due to funds received from Impar and the deconsolidation
of the acquisitions payable, taxes to be paid in installments and a cash balance that remained at
fmpar. With the funds received from Impar, Dasa reduced its gross debt by R$2.3 billion through
the early redemption of its 18th and 20th debentures issues.

Governance and management
On this date, the Shareholders' Agreement for Impar between Dasa and Amil came into effect,
which aims to maintain a cohesive control group with long-term interests. The governance model

was designed to maintain balanced rights, with 3 (three) representatives of each partner and 3
(three) independent members on the Board of Directors, with decisions mostly taken by a simple
majority on the Board of Directors. As of this date, Impar will have Dulce Pugliese de Godoy
Bueno as Chair of the Board of Directors. The independent members appointed to the Board of
Directors are Flavia Buarque Almeida, Antonio Quintella and Pedro Wongtschowski, all with
proven experience and track record as executives and board members to large companies.

As of this date, Licio Tavares Angelo Cintra will take on the role of Chief Executive Officer of
fmpar, also accumulating the role of Statutory Chief Executive Officer of Dasa during the transition
period (until July 1), when Rafael Lucchesi will become the Statutory Chief Executive Officer of
the Company. Rafael Lucchesi has been an executive at Dasa for 12 years, serving as Head of
the Diagnostics business unit since 2022, also being previously responsible for areas that gave
him a deep operational vision, such as the regional operation in Sao Paulo, human resources,
new businesses and later serving as Head of all of the Company’s service units.

Additionally, as part of the management reorganization arising from the conclusion of the Merger,
the following changes have been made to the Company's Statutory Executive Board, effective on
this date:

(a) Resignation of Carlos Eduardo Prebelli, Maria José Martinez Fernandez Campos and
Rogério Reis de Castro, Statutory Executive Officers who will now dedicate themselves
exclusively to Impar.

(b) Redesignation of André Covre as Chief Financial and IR Officer, who will now serve as
the Corporate Strategy Officer, reporting to the Board of Directors.

(c) Appointment of Roberto Caldeira Cury as Service Units and NAC Officer, and Anaterra
Barros de Oliveira as Technology Officer, both of whom previously worked at the
Company, and Rafael Bossolani as Chief Financial and IR Officer, who initiates his term
at Dasa on this date.

The Company will update its Reference Form to reflect the changes to its Statutory Executive
Board, as well as to provide the respective professional backgrounds of these new members.



Agreements signed
On this date, the following contracts were signed, as expected for the Merger Agreement:

(a) Temporary expense sharing agreements between (i) Impar and Dasa; and (ii) Impar and
Amil, aiming to support certain activities for the continuity of operations that have not
yet been segregated from Dasa and Amil, respectively, for a transition period.

(b) An expense sharing agreement between Dasa and Impar, covering certain administrative
expenses for Impar in relation to the Hospital S30 Domingos, Hospital da Bahia and AMO
operations held by Dasa.

(c) Lease agreements for properties where Impar operates certain hospitals or clinics,
including those contributed by Amil on the conclusion of the Merger in which Amil, Dasa
and shareholders of Dasa's controlling group are lessors.

The Company will disclose, pursuant to CVM regulations, additional information regarding
contracts signed between Dasa and its related parties that fall within the parameters set forth in
CVM Resolution 80.

Accounting effects
In light of Impar’s joint control between Dasa and Amil, and the applicability of Technical
Pronouncements 18 and 19 issued by the Accounting Pronouncements Committee, following the

conclusion of the Merger, Dasa will cease to consolidate Impar’s results and will instead recognize
the investment and its results through the equity method.

The Company will keep the market, and its shareholders informed of any relevant events related
to this matter.
