Passamos por um reposicionamento de marca, ampliamos o nosso portfolio,
efetuamos langamentos de novas campanhas de marketing e consolidamos a nossa
estratégia de ampliacao e pulverizagao.

O ano de 2024, foi marcado por um evento divisor de aguas para a companhia: a
saida oficial da Recuperagao Judicial apos seis anos. Com a estabilizagdo da forma
de pagamento dos credores da Classe | em agosto, a Eternit encerrouy,
definitivamente, este capitulo da sua histéria. Foi um periodo de grande aprendizado,
no qual a Companhia sai ainda mais fortalecida e preparada para novos desafios.

Na frente de crescimento organico, um grande marco foi a inauguragao da fabrica de
fibrocimento em Caucaia, no Ceara. Foi o primeiro ano de funcionamento pleno da
planta construida e os resultados estdao em linha com o plano de negdcios
originalmente tragado pela companhia. Embora o ano tenha apresentado um cenario
desafiador de retragdo de vendas para todo o setor, por conta de uma demanda
ainda reprimida pds-pandemia, a unidade, com capacidade de 7 mil t/més, foi
responsavel por alavancar a nossa frente de vendas, alcancando as melhores
margens de contribuicao do grupo e fortalecendo a nossa posi¢cao estratégica no
Nordeste.

Com uma capacidade de produgao de telhas de fibrocimento de 100 mil t/més,
representando um crescimento de cerca de 45% do seu parque fabril — atualmente
distribuido por seis unidades de fibrocimento, além da unidade de fibra de
polipropileno.




Mensagem do Presidente

A Eternit concluiu o projeto de ampliagao da capacidade de producao da fabrica de
fibra de polipropileno, localizada em Manaus. Iniciado em 2022, com um
investimento da ordem de RS 24 milhdes, o projeto representou um aumento de 50%
da capacidade produtiva, que hoje corresponde a 18 mil t/ano.

A Companhia segue o seu compromisso com a saude financeira, encerrando o ano
de 2024 com uma divida significativamente reduzida, tendo cumprido com sucesso o
nosso plano estratégico de investimentos, que totalizou aproximadamente RS 500
milh6es nos ultimos trés anos. Neste periodo, destacamos as iniciativas de
modernizacao do nosso parque fabril, em linha com a atualizacdo tecnoldgica e
transformacao digital da empresa.

Outra frente de negdcios que apresentou performance positiva foi a de Sistemas
Construtivos, hoje o grande ponto de inovagao e diversificacdo de produtos da
Eternit. Apoiada na crenga de que a construgdo a seco representa o futuro da
construgao civil no pais, a companhia estda ampliando seu portfdlio, estudando
parcerias e solugcdes demandadas por este mercado, e destinando recursos
relevantes a darea, visando a fabricacao de produtos customizados.

Ao longo dos ultimos cinco anos, a Eternit buscou de forma incessante alternativas
para tornar mais competitiva a linha de produtos fotovoltaicos (Tégula Solar, Eternit
Solar e Eternit Leaf). Essa linha de produtos ndo se mostrou viadvel, mesmo depois de
todos os esforgos desprendidos nesse objetivo, dessa forma, apos uma analise
criteriosa, a companhia decidiu descontinuar este segmento. Este movimento teve
influéncia do mercado de placas fotovoltaicas oriundas da China, que historicamente
vem reduzindo o prego de seus produtos de forma recorrente, afetando todo o
mercado fotovoltaico nacional.

Encerramos o ano com um lucro liquido de RS 38,8 milhdes, apresentando uma
reducdo de 69,5% frente a 2023, favorecido na ocasido pela constituicdo de IR
diferido e um EBITDA de RS 81,7 milhdes, reducédo de 27,4% contra o mesmo periodo
do ano anterior, reflexo de um mercado que investiu em ampliagdes de capacidade
no segmento de fibrocimento e por consequéncia, provocando nos competidores
uma busca pelo aumento dos volumes para ocupar essa nova capacidade, o que em
muitos casos ocorre através da redugdo das margens e outro fator que
comprometeu foram os problemas operacionais na linha de beneficiamento que
impactaram as operagdes de mineragao de crisotila.

O ano de 2024 foi um ano de muitos desafios e grandes marcos histéricos, o que nos
renova para seguir construindo um futuro perene para a Eternit.

As agdes da companhia sao cotadas desde 1948 na Bolsa de Valores de
Sdo Paulo (B3) e desde 2006, fazem parte do Novo Mercado o que reforca a
transparéncia com o mercado, sendo o segmento que agrupa as empresas com mais
alto nivel de governancga corporativa.

Seus principais objetivos séo viabilizar a atuagdo da companhia de maneira
responsavel e sustentavel, com respeito integral a Legislagdo Societaria Brasileira e
com o cumprimento de todos os dispositivos constantes do Regulamento de
Listagem no Novo Mercado de Governanga Corporativa da B3.

Atualmente, a estrutura de Governanga Corporativa € composta pelo Conselho de
Administragcao, Conselho Fiscal, Comités de assessoramento, Diretoria Estatutaria e
pela Auditoria Interna Nao estatutaria.

O Conselho de Administragao (CA) é um érgdo autdonomo de natureza colegiada,
composto por cinco membros, com atuag¢ao regulada por Regimento Interno, cujas
principais responsabilidades sao orientar os negécios da companhia, acompanhar
sua operacao e administracao, decidir sobre questdes estratégicas, orientar a
Diretoria sobre temas relevantes, deliberar sobre a distribuicdo de dividendos, além
de criar Comités para matérias especificas.

O Instituto de Pesquisa Econdémica Aplicada (Ipea) revisou para cima a projecao do
crescimento do PIB, em 3,5% para 2024, um resultado semelhante ao de 2023
(3,2%), mas com diferencas significativas. Esse ambiente favoreceu o setor de
materiais de construgao, que teve um crescimento de 4,5% no ano, acima das
projecoes iniciais. O aumento dos investimentos e a retomada do mercado
imobiliario foram fatores-chave para essa alta. Porém, houve uma desaceleragao no
quarto trimestre. Esse fator pode ter impactado a demanda por materiais de
construcao nos ultimos meses de 2024.

No final de 2024, o Relatério Focus do Banco Central do Brasil indicou um aumento
significativo nas expectativas de inflagdo. As proje¢des para o IPCA elevaram-se
para 4,8% em 2024 e 4,6% em 2025. Esse fator pressionou os custos dos materiais
de construcao, e tende a impactar o mercado de crédito, sendo ambos detratores
do consumo.

O total de familias endividadas recuou para 76,7% em dezembro de 2024, mantendo
a tendéncia de queda iniciada em julho e registrando o menor nivel do ano,
conforme a Pesquisa de Endividamento e Inadimpléncia do Consumidor - PEIC , da
CNC. Apesar dessa diminuigdo, a inadimpléncia entre as familias oscilou
ligeiramente para cima, atingindo 29,3% em dezembro, indicando que muitas
familias ainda enfrentam dificuldades para honrar as dividas.

Por outro lado, os brasileiros destinaram até RS 240 bilhdes para apostas on-line
em um periodo de um ano, e pelo menos 1,8 milhdao se tornaram inadimplentes por
causa do jogo. Com a renda familiar desviada para as BETs, pode haver dificuldade
na capacidade das pessoas para investir em reformas e melhorias na casa.

Por fim, o indice de Confianga do Consumidor (ICC ) do FGV/IBRE, recuou 3,6 p.p.
em dezembro, menor nivel desde junho de 2024. Influenciada principalmente pela
deterioracdo das expectativas em relagdo aos proximos meses, com queda menos
expressiva no indicador que mede as avaliagdes sobre 0 momento atual.

A Companhia entende que a conjungdo da redugado do indice de confianga do
consumidor ao cenario macroecondmico com expectativas de elevagao de inflagao,
tornou este um ano especialmente desafiador para o setor.

We underwent a brand repositioning, expanded our portfolio, launched new marketing
campaigns, and consolidated our expansion and diversification strategy.

The year 2024 was marked by a watershed event for the company: the official exit
from the Court-Supervised Reorganization after six years. With the stabilization of
the payment method for Class | creditors in August, Eternit has definitively closed this
chapter of its history. It was a period of significant learning, during which the
Company emerged even stronger and better prepared for new challenges.

On the organic growth front, a major milestone was the inauguration of the fiber-
cement plant in Caucaia, Ceara. It was the first year of full operation of the plant built,
and the results are in line with the business plan originally drawn up by the company.
Although the year presented a challenging scenario of sales retraction across the
entire sector, due to a still suppressed post-pandemic demand, the unit, with a
capacity of 7,000 metric tons/month, played a key role in boosting our sales efforts,
achieving the best contribution margins in the group and strengthening our strategic
position in the Northeast.

With a production capacity of 100,000 metric tons/month of fiber-cement roofing
panels, representing an increase of approximately 45% in its manufacturing facilities
— currently distributed across six fiber-cement units, in addition to the polypropylene
fiber unit.




Message from the CEO

Eternit has completed the project to expand the production capacity of the
polypropylene fiber plant, located in Manaus. The project started in 2022, with an
investment of around RS$24 million, and represented a 50% increase in production
capacity, which currently corresponds to 18,000 metric tons/year.

The Company continues its commitment to financial health, ending the year 2024
with significantly reduced debt, having successfully fulfilled our strategic plan of
investments, which totaled approximately R§500 million over the last three years. We
highlight in this period the initiatives to modernize our manufacturing facilities, in line
with the company's technological update and digital transformation.

Construction Systems was another business front that showed a positive
performance; currently it is the main point of innovation and diversification of Eternit's
products. Supported by the belief that dry construction represents the future of civil
construction in the country, the company is expanding its portfolio, studying
partnerships and solutions demanded by this market, and allocating relevant
resources to the area, aiming at the manufacture of customized products.

Over the past five years, Eternit has relentlessly sought alternatives to make its
photovoltaic product line (Tégula Solar, Eternit Solar, and Eternit Leaf) more
competitive. This product line did not prove to be viable, even after all the efforts
made towards this goal, so after a careful analysis, the company decided to
discontinue this segment. This movement was influenced by the photovoltaic panel
market from China, which has historically been reducing the price of its products on a
recurring basis, affecting the entire national photovoltaic market.

We closed the year with a net income of R$38.8 million, showing a reduction of 69.5%
compared to 2023, favored at the time by the establishment of deferred income tax
and an EBITDA of R$81.7 million, down 27.4% from the same prior-year period. This is
a reflection of a market that invested in capacity expansions in the fiber-cement
segment, consequently causing competitors to seek increased volumes to fill this
new capacity, often through margin reductions. Another factor that compromised
results was the operational problems in the processing line that impacted the
chrysotile mining operations.

The year 2024 was a year of many challenges and significant historical milestones,
which renews us to continue building a perennial future for Eternit.

Eternit adopts a Corporate Governance model based on transparency, on its relations
with stakeholders and on the best market practices. The company's shares have
been listed since 1948 on the Sdo Paulo Stock Exchange (B3) and since 2006 they
have been part of the Novo Mercado, which reinforces transparency with the market,
being the segment that groups companies with the highest level of corporate
governance.

Its main goals are to ensure that the company operates responsibly, sustainably and
in full compliance with Brazilian Corporation Law and with the Corporate Governance
Listing Regulations of the Novo Mercado segment of the B3.

Currently, the Corporate Governance structure is composed of the Board of Directors,
Board of Auditors, Advisory Committees, Statutory Executive Board, and Non-
statutory Internal Audit.

The Board of Directors (BoD) is an independent collective body, formed by five
members, whose actions are regulated by an Internal Charter; their main
responsibilities are to guide the businesses of the Company, monitor its operation
and management, make decisions on strategic matters, provide guidelines to the
Executive Board on important topics, deliberate on the distribution of dividends, as
well as creating Committees for specific purposes.




Economic and Sectoral Overview

The Institute for Applied Economic Research (Ipea) revised upwards the GDP growth
projection to 3.5% for 2024, a result similar to that of 2023 (3.2%), but with
significant differences. This environment favored the construction materials sector,
which grew 4.5% in the year, above the initial projections. The increase in
investments and the recovery of the real estate market were key factors for this rise.
However, there was a slowdown in the fourth quarter. This factor may have
impacted the demand for construction materials in the last months of 2024.

At the end of 2024, the Focus Report of the Central Bank of Brazil indicated a
significant increase in inflation expectations. The projections for the IPCA rose to
4.8% in 2024 and 4.6% in 2025. This factor has put pressure on the costs of
construction materials, and tends to impact the credit market, both of which are
consumption detractors.

The total number of indebted households fell to 76.7% in December 2024,
maintaining the downward trend started in July and registering the lowest level of
the year, according to the Consumer Indebtedness and Default Survey (PEIC)
conducted by CNC. Despite this decrease, delinquency among households
oscillated slightly upwards, reaching 29.3% in December, indicating that many
families still face difficulties in honoring their debts.

On the other hand, Brazilians allocated up to R$240 billion to online betting in a
period of one year, and at least 1.8 million became delinquent because of gambling.
With household income diverted to BETs (online gambling platforms), there may be
difficulty in people's ability to invest in renovations and home improvements.

Finally, the FGV/IBRE Consumer Confidence Index (CCI) fell 3.6 p.p. in December,
the lowest level since June 2024, which was mainly influenced by the worsening
expectations for the coming months, with a less significant drop in the indicator that
measures assessments of the current moment.

The Company recognizes that the decrease in the consumer confidence index,
coupled with the macroeconomic environment characterized by expectations of
rising inflation, has rendered this year particularly challenging for the sector.

With a highly fragmented ownership, meaning most of the Company's shares are
distributed among various shareholders without a controlling shareholder, on
December 30, 2024, Eternit had approximately 24,000 shareholders, with 59% of the
capital held by individuals, and only 3 shareholders held 5% (or more) of the share
capital, with an aggregate interest of 37% of the Company's total shares.
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Events Subsequent to the Reporting Period

Payment of Dividends

On March 11, 2025, Eternit's Board of Directors approved the distribution of
dividends in the total amount of RS 2,271,792.91, corresponding to RS 0.037 per
share. The dividend will be paid to shareholders in September 2025 without
monetary restatement.

Discontinuation of the photovoltaic product line

Over the past five years, Eternit has relentlessly sought alternatives to make its
photovoltaic product line (Tégula Solar, Eternit Solar, and Eternit Leaf) more
competitive. This product line did not prove to be viable, even after all the efforts
made towards this goal, so after a careful analysis, the company decided to
discontinue this segment. This movement was influenced by the photovoltaic panel
market from China, which has historically been reducing the price of its products on a
recurring basis, affecting the entire national photovoltaic market.

Legal matter of chrysotile mineral in Brazil

The Direct Action of Unconstitutionality - ADI No. 6,200 - filed by the National
Association of Labor Prosecutors against the State of Goids Law No. 20,514/2019,
which authorizes, for exclusive export purposes, the extraction and processing of
chrysotile asbestos in the State of Goias and supports the export activities of the
mining company SAMA, was scheduled for virtual trial at the Federal Supreme Court
on March 7, 2025, with an expected conclusion on March 14.
