A Gerdau S.A. (B3: GGBR / NYSE: GGB) (“Companhia”) comunica aos seus acionistas e ao mercado em
geral que apresentou proposta vinculante para aquisicao da totalidade da participacdo aciondria na Dona
Francisca Energética S.A. (“DFESA”), correspondente a 23,03% do capital social, detida pela Centrais
Elétricas de Santa Catarina S.A. (“CELESC”). A proposta considera um enterprise value de RS 150 milhdes,
a qual foi aceita nesta data pela CELESC.

O preco de aquisicdo serd pago a vista, na data do fechamento, com recursos préprios disponiveis. Este
valor estd sujeito aos termos e condi¢des usuais em transacdes dessa natureza e estabelecidos nos
contratos e ao eventual exercicio do direito de preferéncia proporcional detido pelos demais acionistas
da DFESA. Adicionalmente, o fechamento estd condicionado a verificacdo de condi¢cdes precedentes
usuais para este tipo de operacao, incluindo a aprovacao pela autoridade concorrencial brasileira.

A DFESA é uma sociedade anonima de capital fechado dedicada a geracdo de energia elétrica por meio
da operacdo, mediante cota de 85% no consdrcio da concessdo da Usina Hidrelétrica Dona Francisca,
localizada no rio Jacui, no estado do Rio Grande do Sul, entre os municipios de Agudo e Nova Palma. A
usina possui capacidade instalada de 125 MW e garantia fisica de 72,5 MW médios, dos quais
aproximadamente 66 MW médios sdo destinados a DFESA.

Atualmente, a Gerdau é detentora de 53,94% do capital social da DFESA, equivalente a 35,6 MW médios
de energia. Com a referida aquisicdo, a Companhia passara a deter 76,97% de participagdo acionaria,
totalizando cerca de 50 MW médios de energia assegurada.

A aquisicdo estd alinhada a estratégia da Gerdau de gerar maior competitividade no custo dos seus
negdcios, aumentando a autoproducdo de energia limpa, e em linha com o processo de descarbonizagao
ja divulgado pela Companhia.

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NOTICE TO THE MARKET

Gerdau S.A. (B3: GGBR / NYSE: GGB) (“Company”) hereby informs its shareholders and the market in
general that it has submitted a binding proposal for the acquisition of the entire equity interest in Dona
Francisca Energética S.A. (“DFESA”), corresponding to 23.03% of its share capital, currently held by
Centrais Elétricas de Santa Catarina S.A. (“CELESC”). The proposal contemplates an enterprise value of
R$150 million and was accepted by CELESC on this date.

The acquisition price will be paid in cash on the closing date, using the Company’s own available
resources. The purchase price is subject to customary closing adjustments in accordance with the terms
and conditions set forth in the definitive agreements. The transaction is also subject to the potential
exercise of the proportional preemptive rights held by the other shareholders of DFESA. Additionally,
closing of the transaction is subject to the satisfaction of customary conditions precedent for transactions
of this nature, including approval by the Brazilian antitrust authority.

DFESA is a privately held corporation engaged in electric power generation. It holds an 85% ownership
interest in the consortium responsible for the concession of the Dona Francisca Hydroelectric Power
Plant, located on the Jacui River, State of Rio Grande do Sul, between the municipalities of Agudo and
Nova Palma. The plant has an installed capacity of 125 MW and a firm energy output of 72.5 average MW,
of which approximately 66 average MW are allocated to DFESA.

Currently, Gerdau holds 53.94% of DFESA’s share capital, corresponding to 35.6 average MW of energy.
Upon completion of the acquisition, the Company will hold a 76.97% equity interest in DFESA, totaling
approximately 50 average MW of firm energy.

This acquisition is aligned with Gerdau’s strategy to enhance cost competitiveness by increasing its self-
production of clean energy, consistent with the Company’s decarbonization commitments.
