RESCISAO DE CONTRATO VINCULANTE — HOSPITAL DO MEIER (RJ)

A Hapvida Participacoes e Investimentos S.A. (B3: HAPV3) (Companhia ou Hapvida), em referéncia ao
comunicado ao mercado divulgado em 25 de agosto de 2025 sobre a celebracdo de contrato vinculante para
aquisicao de 100% do capital social do Hospital de Oncologia do Méier, de propriedade da Oncoclinicas, no Rio de
Janeiro (Transacado), informa que a Transacdo ndo sera concluida. Nos termos do instrumento celebrado, sua
consumacao estava condicionada, entre outros fatores, a realizagao de diligéncia e a negociacao e assinatura dos
contratos definitivos, bem como ao cumprimento das condigbes de fechamento usuais. Concluidas as etapas
aplicaveis, as Partes ndo alcancaram termos e condicOes satisfatdrios e, por isso, a Companhia decidiu rescindir o
contrato vinculante, encerrando as tratativas.

A Companhia reforca seu momento de disciplina e rigor na alocacao de capital e seguira avaliando oportunidades
alinhadas aos seus objetivos. Nessa linha, revisou o cronograma de planejamento e obras do seu novo hospital no
Rio de Janeiro, da Cidade Nova, para antecipar sua inauguracao (prevista para o primeiro semestre de 2027). O
novo hospital, de alta complexidade, tera capacidade de até 250 leitos e devera ampliar a oferta assistencial e
suportar a demanda da Companhia na regiao.

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NOTICE TO THE MARKET

TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT — MEIER HOSPITAL (RIO DE JANEIRO)

Hapvida Participacoes e Investimentos S.A. (B3: HAPV3) (Company or Hapvida), in reference to the notice
to the market released on August 25, 2025, regarding the execution of a binding agreement for the acquisition of
100% of the share capital of Hospital de Oncologia do Méier, owned by Oncoclinicas, in Rio de Janeiro (Transaction),
informs that the Transaction will not be completed. Pursuant to the terms of the executed instrument, its
consummation was subject, among other factors, to the completion of due diligence and to the negotiation and
execution of definitive agreements, as well as to the fulfillment of customary closing conditions. Having completed
the applicable stages, the Parties did not reach satisfactory terms and conditions and, therefore, the Company
decided to terminate the binding agreement, ending the negotiations.

The Company reiterates its current focus on discipline and rigor in capital allocation and will continue to evaluate
opportunities aligned with its strategic objectives. In this context, it has reviewed the planning and construction
timeline of its new hospital in Rio de Janeiro, located in Cidade Nova, in order to bring forward its opening (expected
in the first half of 2027). The new high-complexity hospital will have capacity for up to 250 beds and is expected
to expand healthcare service offerings and support the Company’s demand in the region.
