COMPASS GAS E ENERGIA S.A. (“Compass” _ou “Companhia”), informa aos seus
investidores e ao mercado em geral que a sua subsididria Edge firmou seu primeiro

contrato de off-grid mobilidade.

A Edge, em conjunto com o Grupo Nimofast e a Green Cargo, anunciaram o langamento
do Projeto GreenTech Logistica Integrada — plataforma de transporte rodoviario de
longa distancia movido a Gas Natural Liquefeito (GNL). A Edge atuard como fornecedora
do GNL, a Green Cargo fornecera os caminhdes JAC Motors, e o Grupo Nimofast liderard
a operacao e gestdo logistica por meio da Interconecta Logistica S.A.

O fornecimento de GNL sera realizado pela Edge por meio de solucdo integrada, com
origem no Terminal de Regaseificacdo de GNL de Santos (TRSP), combinada a logistica
de distribuicdo off-grid via transporte rodoviario, em contrato de dez anos.

O acordo inclui a incorporacdo de biometano certificado por atributo, proveniente da
Onebio — a maior planta de purificacdo de biometano do pais, controlada pela Edge,
em Paulinia (SP). A substituicdo do diesel por GNL, complementado por biometano,
reduz em até 25% as emissdes de CO, e até 90% o material particulado da frota pesada.

O projeto inicia em 2026 com a entrega de 60 caminhdes JAC Motors movidos a GNL,
com potencial de crescimento nos préximos anos.

Por fim, a Compass refor¢ca o seu compromisso em manter o mercado devidamente
informado, em linha com as melhores praticas de governanga corporativa e em estrita
conformidade com a legislacao em vigor.

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NOTICE TO THE MARKET

COMPASS GAS E ENERGIA S.A. (“Compass” or “Company”), informs its investors and
the market in general that its subsidiary Edge has signed its first off-grid mobility

contract.

Edge, together with Grupo Nimofast and Green Cargo, announced the launch of the
GreenTech Integrated Logistics Project — a long-haul road transportation platform
powered by Liquefied Natural Gas (LNG). Edge will act as the LNG supplier, Green Cargo
will provide the JAC Motors trucks, and Grupo Nimofast will lead the operation and
logistics management through Interconecta Logistica S.A.

The LNG supply will be provided by Edge through an integrated solution, sourced from
the Santos LNG Regasification Terminal (TRSP), combined with off-grid distribution
logistics via road transportation, under a ten-year contract.

The agreement also includes the incorporation of attribute-certified biomethane
supplied by Onebio — the country’s largest biomethane purification plant, controlled by
Edge and located in Paulinia, Sao Paulo. Replacing diesel with LNG, complemented by
biomethane, reduces CO, emissions by up to 25% and particulate matter emissions from
the heavy-duty fleet by up to 90%.

The project will begin in 2026 with the delivery of 60 LNG-powered JAC Motors trucks,
with potential for expansion in the coming years.

Finally, Compass reiterates its commitment to keeping the market duly informed, in line
with best corporate governance practices and in strict compliance with applicable
legislation.
