Em Promocg3o de Eventos, tivemos uma Receita Liquida de RS 13,3 milhdes, impulsionada pela
turné Phonica | Marisa Monte e Orquestra Ao Vivo realizada no Nordeste.

Em Operacoes de Bilheteria, A&B e Venues, no 1T26 quando comparado ao 1T25, tivemos uma
reducdo de 11,6%, totalizando RS 16,7 milhdes.

O resultado financeiro liquido foi negativo em RS 6,2 milhdes no 1726, frente ao saldo negativo de
RS 4,8 milhdes registrado no 1T25. A variacdo reflete principalmente maior efeito negativo de
variacdo cambial, monetaria e hiperinflacdo, parcialmente compensado pela melhora no saldo entre
receitas e despesas financeiras.

O Capital de Giro no 1T26 ficou positivo em RS 4,1 milhdes, frente aos RS 2,1 milhdes também
positivos no 1T25, refletindo uma queda maior no Passivo Circulante (-31%) do que no Ativo
Circulante (-29%) na comparacdo anual.

Embora o trimestre tenha encerrado com Capital de Giro positivo, a dindmica de capital de giro da
Companhia segue caracteristica do modelo de negdcios do setor, com vendas de ingressos e
recebimentos de patrocinios antecipados, registrados em Adiantamentos de Clientes, enquanto
parte relevante dos pagamentos a fornecedores e seguros é registrada como Custos Antecipados.

In the first quarter of 2026, we recorded Gross Profit of R$8.3 million, a 107% increase compared to
1Q25, mainly driven by the Phonica tour in the Northeast and the strong performance of the Teatro
Renault operation with Opera do Malandro. Gross margin reached 25.0%, an improvement of 7.6
percentage points compared to the same period of the previous year.

Other Operating Income refers to reimbursements for claims covered by insurance policies, while
the related expenses were recorded under General and Administrative expenses.

Therefore, total operating expenses decreased from R$9.0 million in 1Q25 to R$7.8 million in 1Q26,
a 13% reduction, reflecting the Company’s efforts in resource management and operating efficiency.

EBITDA in 1Q26 was positive at R$2.2 million, compared to negative EBITDA of R$3.4 million in 1Q25,
a positive variation of R$5.6 million. EBITDA margin reached 6.7% in the quarter, versus a negative
margin of 14.8% in 1Q25, reflecting the evolution of Gross Profit and the improvement in operating
results.

Net Financial Result was negative by R$6.2 million in 1Q26, compared to the negative balance of
R$4.8 million recorded in 1Q25. The variation mainly reflects a greater negative impact from
exchange rate, monetary and hyperinflation variations, partially offset by the improvement in the
balance between financial income and expenses.

The balance between Financial Income and Expenses showed a relevant improvement, moving from
negative R$7.5 million in 1Q25 to negative R$3.0 million in 1Q26, mainly due to the reduction in
losses from swap transactions, which decreased from R$7.0 million in 1Q25 to R$2.8 million in 1Q26.

Net loss in 1Q26 was R$4.1 million, a 66.0% reduction compared to the R$11.9 million loss recorded

in 1Q25. The improvement mainly reflects the growth in Gross Profit and the evolution of operating
results in the quarter, partially offset by the negative financial result.

Net margin ended the quarter at -12.1%, an improvement of 39.8 percentage points compared to -
51.8% recorded in 1Q25.

Working Capital was positive at R$4.1 million in 1Q26, compared to positive R$2.1 million in 1Q25,
reflecting a slightly greater decrease in Current Liabilities (-31%) than in Current Assets (-29%) in the
annual comparison

Although the quarter ended with positive Working Capital, the Company’s working capital dynamics
remain characteristic of the sector’s business model, with ticket sales and sponsorship receipts
received in advance and recorded as Customer Advances, while a relevant portion of supplier and
insurance payments is recorded as Prepaid Costs.

Compared to 4Q25, the reduction in Working Capital mainly reflected the decrease in Accounts

Receivable and the increase in Suppliers, a movement associated with the higher level of operating
activity in the quarter and the performance of the Phonica tour in the Northeast.

We ended 1Q26 with Gross Cash of R$62.4 million and Total Debt of R$34.9 million, resulting in Net
Cash of R$27.5 million, a 27% increase compared to Net Cash of R$21.5 million in 4Q25.

Operating cash flow was positive at R$8.0 million in 1Q26, compared to negative R$13.8 million in
1Q25, an improvement of R$21.8 million, driven by cash inflows from sales of the Phonica tour.

Financing cash flow was negative by R$13.3 million in 1Q26, compared to negative R$9.0 million in
1Q25, reflecting the payment of principal and interest installments on contracted loans.

Total debt reached R$34.9 million, a 13.0% reduction compared to R$39.9 million in 1Q25 and a
49.4% reduction compared to R$69.0 million in 4Q25, reflecting discipline in cash management and

in the debt profile.

In Live Music, in early 2026, we held the Phonica | Marisa Monte & Orquestra Ao Vivo tour shows in
the Northeast of the country. For the coming quarters, we continue to evaluate new opportunities.

In the Family and Theater segment, Teatro Renault hosted Opera do Malandro in 1Q26 and continues
with Shrek O Musical, with the season expected to run until July. For the second half of the year, new

performances of Minha Vida em Marte, starring Monica Martelli, are planned, in addition to other
content to be announced soon.

The Company continues to evaluate new content opportunities and partnerships for the next cycle
of events, reaffirming its commitment to offering unique, high-quality experiences to the public.
