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Comunicado ao Mercado

A SIMPAR S.A. ("SIMPAR" ou “Companhia”), (B3: SIMH3), comunica aos seus acionistas e ao mercado em geral
que, em 05 de agosto de 2025, apdés o fechamento do mercado, a Comissdo Mista Argentino-Brasileira
(“COMAB”) homologou e adjudicou a Concorréncia Internacional n2 01/2025 (“Concorréncia”), referente aos
servicos de gestdo da Ponte Rodovidria Binacional sobre o Rio Uruguai e Complexo do Centro Unificado,
declarando vencedora a proposta apresentada pela CS Infra S.A. (“CS Infra”) - subsidiaria da Companhia
(“Concessdo”).

A proposta da CS Infra foi vencedora com 0,38% de acréscimo em relacdo a outorga minima prevista de USS
26,5 milhdes, resultando em US$26,6 milhdes (“Outorga”). O pagamento da Outorga serd parcelado, sendo
USS$2,6 milhdes na data de assinatura do contrato e o saldo remanescente serd pago em 24 parcelas anuais.

A Concessdo terd duragido de 25 anos e abrange a prestagao de servicos de manutengao e operagao de 14
km de rodovia, incluindo a Ponte Rodoviaria Binacional sobre o Rio Uruguai (“Ponte Binacional”), entre as
cidades de Sao Borja (Brasil) e Santo Tomé (Argentina). O fluxo de receitas comega no primeiro ano e devera
atingir o valor total de recebimento no sexto ano, conforme a conclusdo das obras de manutencdo da
infraestrutura.

Adicionalmente, a Concessao inclui a gestdo e operacado do Centro Unificado de Fronteiras (“CUF”), onde sdo
realizados procedimentos aduaneiros de exportagao e importagao entre os dois paises sendo que as receitas
tarifarias do pedagio e dos servigos da CUF s3o em ddlar. Durante os 6 primeiros anos da Concessao, as tarifas
do pedagio serdo reajustadas anualmente pelo Consumer Price Index (“CPI”) mais uma taxa real de 2,5%,
conforme o atingimento de metas de investimento. Apds esse periodo, as tarifas serdo reajustadas
anualmente pelo CPI.

Os investimentos previstos sdo de aproximadamente US$21 milhdes nos seis primeiros anos, restando em
média USS0,6 milhdo/ano a ser realizado até o prazo final do contrato. Os recursos serdo destinados a
ampliagdo do patio de caminhdes, aprimoramento dos sistemas de cobranga e controle, restauragdo e
manutencdo de edificagbes e manutencdo da pavimentacdo, assegurando a melhor a qualidade dos servicos.

Notice to the Market

SIMPAR S.A. (“SIMPAR” or the “Company”) (B3: SIMH3) hereby notifies its shareholders and the market in
general that, on August 05, 2025, after market close, the Argentine-Brazilian Joint Commission (“COMAB”)
approved and awarded International Bidding No.01/2025 (the “Bidding”), concerning the management
services for the Binational Highway Bridge over the Uruguay River and the Unified Border Complex, in favor of
the proposal submitted by CS Infra S.A. (“CS Infra”) — a wholly owned subsidiary of the Company (the
“Concession”).

CS Infra’s bid prevailed with a 0.38% premium over the minimum concession fee of US$26.5 million, totaling
USS$26.6 million (the “Concession Fee”). The Concession Fee will be paid in installments, with USS2.6 million
upon signing of the concession agreement, and the remaining balance in 24 annual installments.

The Concession will have a term of 25 years and includes the operation and maintenance of 14 kilometers
of highway, including the Binational Highway Bridge over the Uruguay River (Binational Bridge), connecting
the cities of Sao Borja (Brazil) and Santo Tomé (Argentina). The revenue stream will begin in the first year
and is expected to reach full maturity by the sixth year, as infrastructure maintenance works are completed.

Additionally, the Concession includes the management and operation of the Unified Border Center (“CUF”),
where customs procedures for imports and exports between the two countries are carried out. Toll and CUF
service revenues will be denominated in U.S. dollars. For the first six years of the Concession, toll rates will be
adjusted annually based on the Consumer Price Index (“CPI”), plus a real readjustment of 2.5%, subject to the
achievement of investment targets. After this period, tolls will be adjusted annually based on CPI only.

Planned Capex is approximately US$21 million over the first six years, with an additional average of USS0.6
million per year to be invested through the end of the contract term. These funds will be allocated to
expanding the truck yard, upgrading toll collection and control systems, restoring and maintaining buildings,
and pavement upkeep — all aimed at ensuring the highest quality of service.
