SLCE3.SA) (“SLC Agricola”) em atencao aos seus acionistas € ao mercado em geral,
vem a publico prestar esclarecimentos sobre recentes reportagens veiculadas por
portais nacionais e internacionais a respeito de sua atuacao no estado do Piaui,
especialmente no que se refere as unidades Parnagua | e Il (Fazenda Cosmos).

A Companhia reforca seu compromisso com a Politica de Desmatamento Zero,
instituida em 2021 e destaca que preserva, inclusive, 132 mil hectares de
vegetacdo nativa em suas propriedades, o que corresponde a 36,7% de suas
terras, indice superior ao exigido pela legislagcao para o bioma Cerrado.

1. Compromisso com a Politica de Desmatamento Zero

Desde agosto de 2021, a SLC Agricola implementou sua Politica de
Desmatamento Zero, que proibe a conversao de vegetacao nativa para fins
produtivos em qualquer area sob sua gestao direta ou arrendada. A
Companhia reforca que, no caso da Fazenda Cosmos, nao ha operacdes em
areas convertidas apds esse marco — as supressdes de vegetacao
mencionadas as reportagens ocorreram fora da area contratada e
operacionalizada pela SLC Agricola, conforme verificagcao técnica e
documental previamente realizada.

2. Due Diligence e Conformidade Fundiaria e Ambiental
Antes da formalizacdo de qualquer contrato de arrendamento, a
Companhia realiza rigorosa avaliacao fundiaria, juridica e ambiental, com
foco em:

e Regularidade registral do imovel;
¢ Existéncia de passivos ambientais ou fundiarios;
e Possibilidade de sobreposicao com comunidades tradicionais.

No caso de Parnagua Il, onde a Companhia passou a operar em agosto de
2024, a area contratada corresponde exclusivamente a porcao agricola
previamente convertida, estando isolada de areas sob litigio, desmatamento
recente ou ocupacodes tradicionais.
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3. Responsabilidade Legal de Terceiros
Nos termos da legislacao brasileira e dos contratos firmados, a
responsabilidade sobre areas nao incluidas no perimetro de operacao da
Companhia — como reservas legais, APPs ou por¢cdes nao produtivas do
imovel — permanece exclusivamente com o(s) proprietario(s) da terra.

A SLC Agricola atua estritamente dentro dos limites contratados, com
rastreabilidade plena das areas em operagao.

4. Transparéncia, Auditoria e Compromissos ESG

A SLC Agricola reafirma seu compromisso com a transparéncia e a
governanca ESG. Atualmente, a Companhia preserva 132 mil hectares de
vegetacao nativa em todas as regides onde atua — o que representa 36,7%
das areas sob gestao, indice superior a exigéncia legal para o bioma Cerrado.
Além disso, a Companhia é lider em praticas de agricultura regenerativa na
América Latina, com areas certificadas e rastreadas por auditorias externas,
como Regenagri, RTRS, ABR e BCI. Mais de 99% de nossa producao de
algodao é destinada a exportacao, atendendo aos mais exigentes mercados
internacionais.

A SLC Agricola segue a disposicao de seus acionistas, parceiros e da sociedade para
prestar todos os esclarecimentos necessarios, mantendo seu foco na producao
sustentavel, responsavel e transparente.

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NOTICE TO THE MARKET
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SLC Agricola S.A. (B3: SLCE3; ADRs: SLCJY; BLOOMBERG: SLCE3:BZ; Refinitiv:
SLCE3.SA) (“SLC Agricola”), in compliance with its shareholders and the market in
general, hereby publicly provides clarifications regarding recent reports published
by national and international media outlets about its operations in the state of
Piaui, particularly concerning the Parnagua | and Il units (Cosmos Farm).

The Company reaffirms its commitment to the Zero Deforestation Policy,
established in 2021, and emphasizes that it preserves 132 thousand hectares of
native vegetation on its properties, which represents 36.7% of its land—an index
higher than that required by law for the Cerrado biome.

1. Commitment to the Zero Deforestation Policy

Since August 2021, SLC Agricola has implemented its Zero Deforestation Policy,
which prohibits the conversion of native vegetation for productive purposes in
any area under its direct management or lease. The Company emphasizes that,
in the case of Cosmos Farm, there are no operations in areas converted after
this milestone — the vegetation clearings mentioned in the reports occurred
outside the area contracted and operated by SLC Agricola, as confirmed by prior
technical and documentary verification.

2. Due Diligence and Land and Environmental Compliance

Before formalizing any lease agreement, the Company conducts a rigorous
land, legal, and environmental assessment, focusing on:

e Property registration regularity;
e Existence of environmental or land liabilities;
e Potential overlap with traditional communities.

In the case of Parnagua Il, where the Company began operations in August
2024, the contracted area corresponds exclusively to the previously converted
agricultural portion, isolated from areas under litigation, recent deforestation,
or traditional occupations.
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3. Third-Party Legal Responsibility

Under Brazilian law and the terms of the agreements, responsibility for areas
not included within the Company's operational perimeter — such as legal
reserves, Permanent Preservation Areas (APPs), or non-productive portions of
the property — remains exclusively with the landowner(s).

SLC Agricola operates strictly within the contracted boundaries, with full
traceability of the areas under operation.

4. Transparency, Auditing, and ESG Commitments

SLC Agricola reaffirms its commitment to transparency and ESG governance.
Currently, the Company preserves 132 thousand hectares of native vegetation
across all regions where it operates — representing 36.7% of the managed areas,
a percentage higher than the legal requirement for the Cerrado biome.

Furthermore, the Company is a leader in regenerative agriculture practicesin Latin
America, with certified areas audited by external entities such as Regenagri, RTRS,
ABR, and BCI. More than 99% of our cotton production is exported, meeting the
standards of the most demanding international markets.

SLC Agricola remains available to its shareholders, partners, and society to provide
any necessary clarifications, maintaining its focus on sustainable, responsible, and
transparent production.
