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COMENTARIOS DA ADMINISTRACAO Release 1T2026

No primeiro trimestre de 2026, o Grupo Technos refor¢ou a sequéncia de resultados positivos, mantendo o crescimento de
receita e lucro e consolidando o 23° trimestre consecutivo de crescimento de EBITDA Ajustado, mesmo perante a um
ambiente macroecondémico instavel e imprevisivel.

No primeiro trimestre de 2026 a Receita Bruta do Grupo Technos, apresentou um crescimento de 5,5%, enquanto a Receita
Liquida cresceu 5,3% em relagdo ao mesmo trimestre do ano anterior. Este crescimento reflete o avango de praticamente
todas as marcas e canais de distribuicio da Companhia. O crescimento das vendas foi impulsionado principalmente pelo
aumento de 6,9% no volume de reldgios vendidos, tendo em vista a leve queda de preco médio de 1,4% decorrente de pequena
mudanc¢a no mix de produtos.

O Lucro Bruto foi 5,7% superior ao registrado no primeiro trimestre de 2025. A margem bruta do trimestre apresentou
variacdo positiva de 0,2 p.p., principalmente devido a reducdo do délar em comparagio com o mesmo periodo do ano anterior
e da maior eficiéncia nos custos com frete. Essa performance reforca o compromisso da Companhia em manter o equilibrio
entre crescimento de receitas e preservagido da rentabilidade.

No trimestre, as Despesas de Vendas e Administrativas cresceram 7,6% em relagdo ao mesmo periodo de 2025, impulsionadas
principalmente por gastos diretamente ligados as vendas, como frete e investimentos em marketing. Em linha com sua
estratégia de eficiéncia operacional, o Grupo Technos segue comprometido em manter uma estrutura de custos enxuta e
eficiente.

0 EBITDA Ajustado alcancou R$ 14,0 milhdes no trimestre, representando um crescimento de 16,4% em relagio ao primeiro
trimestre de 2025. A evolucdo desse indicador reflete o crescimento das vendas e a gestdo disciplinada de custos, que permitiu
a Companhia capturar ganhos relevantes de alavancagem operacional.

No trimestre, o Lucro Liquido do Grupo Technos foi de R$ 6,5 milhdes, um crescimento de 44,6% em relacio ao mesmo
periodo de 2025. Além do crescimento das vendas e da gestdo de custos, o lucro liquido do trimestre, em comparag¢io com o
mesmo periodo do ano anterior, foi impactado positivamente por um efeito de R$ 1,6 milhdo referente a alteracdo no calculo
de IR e CSLL, em virtude do esclarecimento trazido por decisdo do ST] relacionada a Lei 14.789 em julho de 2025.

Neste trimestre, a companhia registrou saldo de caixa de R$ 25,6 milhGes e divida bruta de R$ 42,7 milh&es, com prazo médio
de vencimento de 19,7 meses, resultando em divida liquida de R$ 17,1 milhdes.

Em fevereiro, a Companhia pagou R$15,0 milhGes referentes a primeira parcela de dividendos intercalares, equivalentes a R$
0,2462950 por agdo. A segunda parcela no montante de R$10,0 milhGes sera paga até 30 de dezembro do ano corrente, no
valor de R$ 0,1641966 por agdo. Adicionalmente, no primeiro trimestre de 2026, a Companhia realizou a recompra de a¢des
no montante total de R$ 8,2 milhdes, correspondentes a 984.000 mil de ag¢des.

E importante enfatizar que um ingrediente fundamental para o sucesso de nossos resultados tem sido o grande investimento
da empresa no desenvolvimento de nossa gente e na manutengdo de um bom ambiente de trabalho com indices muito baixos
de turnover. Nesse inicio de ano pela quinta vez consecutiva o Grupo Technos foi nomeado novamente como Great Place to
Work, uma certificagdo reconhecida mundialmente relativa as melhores empresas para se trabalhar. Essa conquista foi em
grande parte consequéncia do esfor¢o e dedicacdo de nossos lideres - a ampla maioria deles formada internamente e
detentora de participacdo acionaria na empresa - na construcao de uma cultura integrada, colaborativa e de alta performance.

Nesse ano, o Grupo Technos seguird empenhado em avangar sua agenda interna de geracdo de valor para os acionistas,
sustentada pela expansdo consistente e sustentavel de seus negdcios e por uma alocagao de capital disciplinada. Esse sera um
ano marcado por eventos relevantes, como a Copa do Mundo e as elei¢des presidenciais, que historicamente influenciam a
sazonalidade e as tendéncias de consumo no pais. Além disso, continuamos a testemunhar um cenario externo marcado por
instabilidades macroeconémicas no Brasil e por tensdes geopoliticas no cendrio internacional. Para contrapor a esses
desafios, o Grupo Technos continuard a investir no fortalecimento de sua operacao e de sua cultura para garantir resultados
ainda mais positivos no futuro.

Este beneficio adicional, inicialmente aprovado para o ano de 2021, j& foi renovado
duas vezes e atualmente tem prazo até dezembro de 2026. No trimestre, tivemos o impacto de R$4,6 milhdes comparado com

DEPESAS COM VENDAS E ADMINISTRATIVAS

No trimestre as despesas com vendas e administrativas da Companhia somaram R$39,7 milhées, aumento de 7,6% versus o
mesmo trimestre do ano anterior. As despesas com vendas e administrativas representaram 43,6% da receita liquida no
trimestre versus 42,6% no primeiro trimestre de 2025.

Nas despesas com vendas houve aumento de 6,7% ou R$1,8 milhdes no primeiro trimestre comparado com o mesmo periodo
de 2025. Esse crescimento ocorreu devido a maiores investimentos de fomento a venda, como o crescimento da gastos com
midias, frete, viagens comerciais, além do impacto da inflagdo.

As despesas gerais e administrativas apresentaram aumento de R$1,0 milhdo ou 9,9% comparado com o mesmo trimestre

In the first quarter of 2026, Technos Group continued its track record of strong performance, sustaining revenue and gross
profit growth and net Income and marking its 23rd consecutive quarter of adjusted EBITDA growth, even amid an unstable
and unpredictable macroeconomic environment.

In the first quarter of 2026, Technos Group’s Gross Revenue showed 5.5% growth, while Net Revenue grew 5.3% versus the
same quarter of previous year. This growth reflects the progress of virtually all the Company’s brands and distribution
channels. Sales growth was mainly driven by the 6.9% increase in the volume of watches sold, since the average price showed
a slight drop of 1.4% As a result of a small change in the product mix.

Gross Profit was 5.7% higher than in 1Q25. Gross margin for the quarter was up 0.2 p.p., mainly due to the depreciation of the
US dollar compared with the same period last year and improved efficiency in international freight costs. This performance
reinforces the Company's commitment to maintaining a balance between revenue growth and preservation of profitability.

During the quarter, Selling and Administrative Expenses rose 7.6% compared with the same period in 2025, driven primarily
by expenses directly related to sales, such as freight and marketing investments. In line with its operational efficiency strategy,
Technos Group remains committed to maintaining a lean and efficient cost structure.

Adjusted EBITDA was R$ 14.0 million in the quarter, representing 16.4% growth compared to 1Q25. The improvement in this
indicator reflects sales growth and disciplined cost management, which has enabled the Company to achieve significant gains
in operating leverage.

In the quarter, Technos Group’s Net Income reached R$ 6.5 million, with 44.6% growth versus the same period in 2025. In
addition to sales growth and cost management, net income for the quarter, compared to the same period last year, was
positively impacted by an effect of R$ 1.6 million related to a change in the calculation of income tax (IR) and social
contribution tax (CSLL), based on clarification provided by a Supreme Court of Justice (ST]) decision regarding Law 14.789 in
July 2025.

This quarter, the Company recorded a cash balance of R$ 25.6 million and gross debt of R$ 42.7 million with average maturity
term of 19.7 months, resulting in a net debt of R$ 17.1 million. The Company aims to maintain low levels of leverage following
the significant decrease in its debt in 2025.

In February, the Company paid R$ 15.0 million related to the first tranche of interim dividends, equivalent to R$ 0.2462950
per share. The second tranche, in the amount of R$10.0 million will be paid by December 30, 2026, at a rate of R$ 0.1641966
per share. The Company aims to maintain low levels of leverage following the significant decrease in its debt in 2025.
Additionally, In the first quarter of 2026, the Company repurchased shares totaling R$ 8,2 million, corresponding to 984,000
shares.

It is important to emphasize that a key ingredient in the success of our results has been the company’s strong investment in
the development of our people, as well as in maintaining a positive work environment and very low turnover rates. At the
beginning of this year, for the fifth consecutive time, Grupo Technos was once again recognized as a Great Place to Work, a
globally recognized certification for the best companies to work for. This achievement was largely the result of the effort and
dedication of our leaders the vast majority of whom were developed internally and hold equity ownership in the company in
building an integrated, collaborative, and high-performance culture.

This year, the Technos Group will remain committed to moving forward with its internal agenda of creating value for
shareholders, supported by the consistent and sustainable expansion of its businesses and disciplined capital allocation, even
as the year is marked by significant events, such as the World Cup and the presidential elections, which historically influence
seasonality and consumer trends in the country. In addition, we continue to witness an external environment marked by
macroeconomic instability in Brazil and geopolitical tensions on the international stage. To address these challenges, Grupo
Technos will continue investing in strengthening its operations and culture to ensure even stronger results in the future.




GROSS REVENUE 1Q2026 Earnings Release

In the quarter, Gross Revenue showed 5.5% growth versus the same period of previous year. The acceleration in sales is the
result of growth across virtually all the company's brands and distribution channels.
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In the quarter, average price reached R$ 206, with a slight drop of 1.4% versus the same period in 2025. Total watch sales
reached 521,300 units, a 6.9% increase compared to the same period in 2025.
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NET REVENUE 1Q2026 Earnings Release

Net Revenue reached R$ 91.2 million in the quarter, with 5.3% increase compared to the same period of previous year.

Sales taxes grew 1.4% in the year, due to the increase in sales and to a change in legislation that, as of 2025, treats donations
and subsidies (in Technos’ case, the stimulus credit — ICMS tax incentive for Zona Franca de Manaus) as a taxable calculation
basis for PIS/COFINS.

It is important to highlight that as of the first quarter of 2021, a tax benefit was approved which allowed the company to enjoy
an increased use of ICMS tax benefit. This additional benefit, initially approved for 2021, has already been renewed twice and
currently has a term until December 2026. During the quarter, we recorded an impact of R$ 4.6 million, compared with R$ 4.7
million in the same period of 2025.

In the first quarter of 2026, Gross Profit amounted to R$ 48.9 million and Gross Margin was 53.6%, representing a 5.7%
increase in gross profit and a 0.2 p.p. expansion in gross margin

It is important to note that the company remains committed to maintaining a healthy margin for our products through
rationalization of the cost of goods, selective price transfers, and currency hedging policies.
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SELLING AND ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES

In the quarter, the Company’s selling and administrative expenses amounted to R$ 39.7 million, with 7.6% million increase
versus the same quarter of previous year. Selling and administrative expenses represented 43.6% of net revenue in the quarter
versus 42.6% in the first quarter of 2025.

Selling expenses increased 6.7%, or R$ 1.8 million in 1Q26, compared to the same period in 2025. This growth was due to
higher investment to foster sales, such as higher expenses with media, freight, commercial travel, as well as the impact of

inflation.

General and administrative expenses increased R$ 1.0 million or 9.9% compared to the same quarter in 2025.

Other operating results, net, totaled an expense of R$ 3.3 million in the
quarter, versus an expense of R$ 4.3 million in the same period of the
previous year.

This account is impacted by stock option plans, profit-sharing, and

provisions/reversals for contingencies.
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EBITDA AND ADJUSTED EBITDA 1Q2026 Earnings Release

In the first quarter, Adjusted EBITDA increased from R$ 12.0 million in the same period in 2025 to R$ 14.0 million in 2026, a
growth of 16.4% mainly due to the growth in sales and gross profit and of controlled cost management. EBITDA margin
reached 15.4% in the quarter, up 1.5 p.p. versus the same period in 2025.

Adjusted EBITDA last twelve months reached R$ 113.7 million representing the highest level of Adjusted EBITDA in the
company’s history. EBITDA margin was 23.5%.

In 1Q26, net financial result was R$ 1.1 million, compared to R$ 0.2 million in the same quarter of 2025, primarily due to a R$
2.1 million, mainly due to the increase in the Selic rate compared between the two periods, and the increase in accounts

receivable driven by the acceleration of sales over the last twelve months.

The Company follows a consistent hedging policy designed to mitigate risks arising from foreign exchange exposure and
cushion the cash impact of short-term fluctuations in the US dollar, entering into derivative transactions covering between
50% and 80% of its procurement needs over a six-month period. Currently, this figure is close to 80%. In addition, the
Company’s current foreign exchange exposure consists in part of bank loans denominated in foreign currency, with exchange

rate fluctuations hedged through swap agreements.

In 1Q26, Technos Group recorded a net income of R$ 6.5 million, 44.6% higher than the same period of previous year. In
addition to operating and financial results, it should be noted that when comparing 1Q26 to 1Q25, the positive impact of R$
1.6 million resulting from the change in the calculation rules for income tax (IR) and social contribution tax (CSLL) effective
July 2025 should also be considered, based on a permanent clarification provided by a decision of the Superior Court of Justice
(ST]) regarding Law 14.789.

The Company approved R$ 25.0 million in interim dividends in December 2025, corresponding to R$ 0.4104916 per share,
to be paid in two tranches, the first of which was paid on February 2, 2026, in the amount of R$ 0.246295 per share, and the
second will be paid by the end of December 2026.

The Company’s working capital totaled R$ 324.8 million in 1Q26, representing an increase of R$ 46.8 million or 16.8%
compared to the same period of previous year. In terms of days, working capital totaled 352 days in the last 12 months ended
this quarter, an increase of 7 days compared to the fourth quarter of 2025.

The Company reported an Accounts Receivable balance of R$ 202.6 million versus R$ 176.4 million in the previous year, up
14.9%, mainly due to the sharp increase in sales in the last twelve months. The average sales cycle for the quarter was two
days longer than in the previous year, and our delinquency rate was flat compared to historical trends.

Inventory totaled R$ 181.0 million at the end of the period, R$19.8 million higher than in 1Q25. The increase mainly reflects
the strengthening of the supply chain as a response to market demand. The current inventory level is deemed healthy.

The Company’s balance of Accounts Payable totaled R$ 58.8 million, R$ 0.7 million lower than the same period in 2025.

CASH BALANCE

Technos Group ended the first quarter of 2026 with net debt of R$ 17.1 million, up R$ 8.4 million versus the 4Q25. During the
quarter, the company repurchased shares totaling R$ 7.9 million, in addition to paying R$ 15.0 million related to the first
tranche of interim dividends paid in December 2025.
