Valeinformainterrupcao de operagées da planta de niquel de OncaPuma

Rio de Janeiro, 06 de outubro de 2024 — A Vale S.A. (“Vale” ou "Companhia") informa interrupgao temporaria da
operacao na usina de niquel de Onga Puma, em Ourilandia do Norte, Para. A paralisa¢do ocorre devido a danos
na rede de transmissdo de energia da companhia elétrica local apés forte vendaval em 05 de outubro. Nao
houve registro de incidentes quanto a seguranga dos empregados, das comunidades vizinhas ou dos ativos da
Vale no local. O reestabelecimento da rede de transmissdao de energia elétrica, conforme informagao da
operadora responsavel, é esperado até 15 de outubro.

De forma preliminar, a Vale estima um impacto de 1,5 a 2,0 kt na produgao de niquel no 4724, que ndo implica
mudanga no guidance fornecido pela empresa para 2024, de 153-168 kt. A Companhia seguird avaliando os
impactos da paralisagdo na produgéo de niquel de Onga Puma e as medidas necessarias para a retomada dos
processos operacionais afetados. A Vale manterd o mercado informado sobre desdobramentos materiais na
operagao de Onga Puma.

Vale reportsinterruption of operations at the Onca Puma nickel plant

Rio de Janeiro, October 6, 2024 - Vale S.A. (“Vale” or "Company") announces a temporary interruption of
operations at the Onga Puma nickel plantin Ourilandia do Norte, Para. The interruption ocurred due to damage
to the local electricity company's transmission network after strong winds on October 5th. There were no
incidents reported regarding the safety of employees, neighboring communities or Vale's assets at the site.
The electricity transmission network is expected to be restored by October 15, according to information from
the operator in charge.

Vale preliminarily estimates an impact of 1.5 to 2.0 kt on nickel production in 4Q24, which does not imply a
change in the guidance provided by the company for 2024, of 153-168 kt. The Company will continue to assess
the impacts of the interruption on nickel production at Onga Puma and the measures necessary to resume the
affected operational processes. Vale will keep the market informed about material developments at the Onca
Puma operation.
