Vale Base Metals firma acordo para formar um consaércio de
guatro parceiros para Thompson

Rio de Janeiro, 19 de fevereiro de 2026 — A Vale S.A. (“Vale” ou “Companhia”) anuncia que sua subsidiaria Vale
Base Metals (“VBM”) assinou um acordo com Exiro Minerals Corporation ("Exiro"), Orion Resources Partners LP
("Orion"), e Canada Growth Fund Inc. ("CGF") para criar um novo consorcio para o cinturao de niquel de
Thompson, em Manitoba.

A transacdo faz parte da revisdo estratégica de Thompson, com o objetivo de fortalecer a competitividade do
portfdlio global de mineracao da VBM e posicionar as operacdes para criacdo de valor no longo prazo.

Pelo acordo, as empresas formardo uma nova companhia na qual Exiro, Orion e CGF deterdo 81,1%, enquanto
a VBM mantera uma participacdo minoritaria de 18,9%. Os parceiros do consércio também se comprometeram
ainvestir até US$ 200 milhdes para garantir o futuro da mineragdo de niquel em Thompson, Manitoba.

Além disso, a VBM assinou um contrato de offtake para o concentrado de niquel produzido na usina de
Thompson, visando manter sua posicéo estratégica como a principal produtora de niquel do Canada.

A concluséo da transacéo é esperada até o final de 2026, sujeita as aprovacdes regulatérias e governamentais
usuais.

Vale Base Metals enters into an agreement to form a four-party
consortium for Thompson Nickel Belt

Rio de Janeiro, February 19t", 2026 — Vale S.A. (“Vale” or the “Company”) announces that its subsidiary Vale Base
Metals (“VBM”) has signed an agreement with Exiro Minerals Corporation ("Exiro"), Orion Resources Partners
LP ("Orion"), and Canada Growth Fund Inc. ("CGF") to create a new consortium of owners for the Thompson
Nickel Belt in Manitoba.

The transaction is part of the strategic review of Thompson, aimed at strengthening the competitiveness of
VBM'’s global mining portfolio, and positioning the operations for long-term value creation.

Under the agreement, the companies will form a new company in which Exiro, Orion and CGF will own 81.1%,
while VBM will retain an 18.9% minority stake. The consortium partners have also committed to investing up
to US$ 200 million to secure the future of nickel mining in Thompson, Manitoba.

In addition, VBM has signed an offtake agreement for the nickel concentrate produced at the Thompson Mill
to maintain its strategic position as Canada’s leading nickel producer.

The transaction is expected to close by the end of 2026, subject to customary regulatory and government
authorization.
