Vale informa sobre proposta de aumento de capital e de incorporacgoes

Rio de Janeiro, 26 de fevereiro de 2026 — A Vale S.A. (“Vale” ou “Companhia”) informa que o seu Conselho de
Administracdo aprovou, nesta data, sem ressalvas do Conselho Fiscal, a proposta de aumento do capital social
da Companhia, sem emissao de novas acdes, no valor de R$ 500.000.000,00, mediante a capitalizagdo de parte
da Reserva de Incentivo Fiscal. A proposta contempla a alteragdo do caput do Artigo 5° do Estatuto Social, de
modo a refletir o novo valor do capital social.

O Conselho de Administragdo aprovou, ainda, a proposta de incorporacdo, pela Vale, de suas subsidiarias
integrais Baovale Mineragao S.A. (“Baovale”) e CDA Logistica S.A. (“CDA"). As referidas incorporagdes tém por
objetivo a racionalizacdo da estrutura societaria do Grupo Vale, em linha com o processo de simplificagao
organizacional da Companhia, ndo acarretando aumento do capital social nem a emissdo de novas agdes.

As propostas de aumento de capital, com a respectiva alteragdo do Estatuto Social, bem como de incorporagao
da Baovale e da CDA, serdo submetidas a deliberagdo da Assembleia Geral de Acionistas, cuja convocacdo e
realizacdo estdo previstas para 12 de margo de 2026 e 30 de abril de 2026, respectivamente.

Vale informs on proposals for capital increase and mergers

Rio de Janeiro, February 26, 2026 — Vale S.A. (“Vale” or the “Company”) announces that its Board of Directors
approved, on this date, without any qualifications by the Fiscal Council, a proposal to increase the Company’s share
capital, without the issuance of new shares, in the amount of BRL 500,000,000.00, through the capitalization of a
portion of the Tax Incentive Reserve. The proposal provides for an amendment to the caput of Article 5 of the
Company’s Bylaws to reflect the new amount of the capital stock.

The Board of Directors also approved the proposal for the merger, by Vale, of its wholly owned subsidiaries Baovale
Mineragao S.A. (“Baovale”) and CDA Logistica S.A. (“CDA”). The proposed mergers are intended to streamline the
Vale Group's corporate structure, consistent with the Company’s organizational simplification process, and will not
result in an increase in capital stock or the issuance of new shares.

The proposed capital increase, together with the related amendment to the Company’s Bylaws, as well as the
proposed mergers of Baovale and CDA, will be submitted for approval by the Shareholders’ General Meeting,
which is expected to be convened on March 12, 2026, and held on April 30, 2026, respectively.
