Vale atualiza sobre negociagoes de contratos de concessao ferroviaria

Rio de Janeiro, 16 de abril de 2026 — Em continuidade as comunicagdes anteriores sobre o tema’, a Vale S.A.
("Vale” ou “Companhia”) informa que seu Conselho de Administracdo aprovou, nesta data, a continuidade, pelo
Comité Executivo da Companhia, das negociacdes relativas a otimizagdo dos Contratos de Concessao da
Estrada de Ferro Carajas (EFC) e da Estrada de Ferro Vitéria a Minas (EFVM) (“Contratos de Concessao”), junto
ao Ministério dos Transportes (MT), a Agéncia Nacional de Transportes Terrestres (ANTT) e a Infra S.A. (INFRA),
no dmbito de suas respectivas competéncias legais.

A Vale reafirma seu compromisso com as diretrizes e bases gerais para a otimizacado, estabelecidas no acordo
celebrado em 30 de dezembro de 2024, notadamente quanto a base de ativos e as obras de infraestrutura. A
Companhia encontra-se adimplente e continuard cumprindo integralmente todas as obrigagdes previstas nos
Contratos de Concessdo. A conclusdo da otimizagdo dos Contratos de Concessao, quando aprovada pelo
Tribunal de Contas da Unido (TCU), devera conferir maior previsibilidade, seguranca juridica e definitividade as
obrigacoes e aos investimentos associados as duas concessdes ferrovidrias da Vale, assegurando o adequado
equilibrio entre seus direitos e responsabilidades e contribuindo para a eficiéncia operacional de longo prazo
da Companhia, com a perenidade do sistema logistico integrado.

Vale updates on railway concession contracts negotiations

Rio de Janeiro, April 16, 2026 — Further to the Company’s prior disclosures on this matter’, Vale S.A. (“Vale” or
the “Company”) announces that its Board of Directors approved, on this date, the continuation, by the
Company'’s Executive Committee, of negotiations concerning the optimization of the concession contracts of
the Carajas Railway (Estrada de Ferro Carajas — EFC) and the Vitéria a Minas Railway (Estrada de Ferro Vitéria
a Minas — EFVM) (the “Concession Contracts”). These discussions are being held with the Brazilian Ministry of
Transport (MT), the National Land Transportation Agency (ANTT), Infra S.A., and the Office of the Attorney
General of the Union (AGU), within the scope of their respective legal authorities.

Vale reaffirms its commitment to the guidelines and general framework for the optimization process set forth
in the agreement entered into on December 30, 2024, notably with respect to the asset base and infrastructure
works. The Company is in full compliance with, and will continue to fully perform, all obligations provided for
under the Concession Contracts. The conclusion of the Concession Contracts optimization, when approved by
the Federal Court of Accounts (TCU), is expected to provide greater predictability, legal certainty, and finality
with respect to the obligations and investments associated with Vale's two railway concessions, ensuring an
appropriate balance between the Company’s rights and liabilities and contributing to its long-term operational
efficiency, as well as to the sustainability of its integrated logistics system.
