WEG adquire a Volt Electric Motor, fabricante de
motores elétricos industriais e comerciais na Turquia

AWEG S.A. (B3: WEGE3/OTC: WEGZY) comunica seus acionistas e mercado em geral que assinou
contratos para aquisicdo da Volt Electric Motors (“Volt”), fabricante turco de motores elétricos
industriais e comerciais, uma subsidiaria do Grupo Saya. O valor da aquisi¢cdo é de US$ 88 milhdes
(Enterprise Value — EV), a serem pagos apoés a concluséo da transacgéao, estando sujeito a ajustes de
precos comuns a este tipo de operacao.

Fundada em 1987, a Volt € uma empresa verticalizada, com capacidade de producao de 1 milhdo de
motores por ano. A empresa possui uma forte presenga no mercado turco e exporta para diversos
paises, principalmente na Europa, Oriente Médio e Asia Central.

Com o acordo, a WEG assumira o controle total da Volt, que possui uma fabrica de 27.000 m2 de
area construida dedicada ao desenvolvimento e fabricagdo de motores industriais e comerciais, com
poténcias até 450 kW. A WEG também incorporard uma equipe de 690 funcionarios. Em 2023, a Volt
teve uma receita operacional liquida de US$ 70 milhdes, com uma margem EBITDA de 18,5%.

Esta aquisicdo estd alinhada a estratégia de crescimento do negdcio de motores industriais e
comerciais da WEG, pois permitira ampliar a presenca e oferta de produtos em mercados altamente
competitivos e estratégicos, como o Leste Europeu, Oriente Médio, Asia Central e Norte da Africa.
Além disso, a localizacdo da Volt em Esmirna, na Turquia, facilitara o acesso a esses mercados por
possuir uma desenvolvida logistica rodoviaria e dois grandes portos, possibilitando um tempo de
trnsito significativamente mais rapido aos clientes e a qualquer operacdo da WEG na regido, o que
representa uma vantagem logistica importante.

A concluséo da transacdo esta sujeita ao cumprimento de determinadas condi¢des precedentes,
dentre as quais as aprovacdes regulatérias necessarias relativas a transacao.

A WEG esclarece que essa aquisicao ndo ensejara o direito de recesso aos acionistas, por ndo se
enquadrar em qualquer das hipdteses previstas no artigo 256 da Lei 6.404/1976. O valor pago na
referida aquisicdo ndo representa investimento relevante para a adquirente nem, tampouco, o0 preco
médio de cada acédo configura qualquer das hipéteses descritas no inciso Il do mencionado artigo.

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NOTICE TO THE MARKET

WEG acquires Volt Electric Motor, manufacturer of
industrial and commercial electric motors in Turkiye

WEG S.A. (B3: WEGE3 / OTC: WEGZY) announces to its shareholders and the general market that
it signed contracts to acquire Volt Electric Motors (“Volt”), a Turkish manufacturer of industrial and
commercial electric motors, a subsidiary of Saya Group. The acquisition value is US$ 88 million
(Enterprise Value — EV), to be paid upon completion of the transaction, subject to price adjustments
common to this type of transaction.

Founded in 1987, Volt is a vertically integrated company with a production capacity of 1 million motors
per year. The company has a strong presence in the Turkish market and exports to several countries,
mainly in Europe, the Middle East and Central Asia.

With the agreement, WEG will assume full control of Volt, which has a 27,000 m2 (290,000 ft?) factory
dedicated to the design and manufacturing of industrial and commercial electric motors, with output
power up to 450 kW. WEG will also incorporate a team of 690 employees. In 2023, Volt had a net
operating revenue of US$ 70 million, with an EBITDA margin of 18.5%.

This acquisition is in line with WEG's growth strategy for industrial and commercial motors, as it will
allow it to expand its presence and product offering in highly competitive and strategic markets, such
as Eastern Europe, the Middle East, Central Asia and North Africa. In addition, Volt's location in Izmir,
Tarkiye, will facilitate access to these markets, as it has a developed road logistics network and two
large ports, enabling significantly faster transit times for customers and any WEG operation in the
region, which represents an important logistical advantage.

The agreement between the companies still depends on fulfilling customary closing conditions,
including obtaining all regulatory approvals that are required in connection with the transaction.

WESG clarifies that this acquisition will not trigger withdrawal rights as the transaction does not fit into
any of the situations foreseen in Article 256 of Law 6,404/1976. The amount paid in the acquisition
does not represent a relevant investment for the purchaser or does the average price of each share
fit any of the hypotheses described in section Il of the previously mentioned article.
